Introduction: Today, the role and status of the media has increased in all societies, and due to the wide
scope of coverage of these media inside and outside the countries and its attractiveness and acceptance
among the people, the efforts of the governments are in this direction to use media to achieve their
educational goals (Hashemi, 2013). The role of the media is not only limited to formal education and
training, but it also includes informal education. This shows the role and importance of media literacy,
because media literacy training can protect teenagers from media harm. Another point is that the formal
and public education of non-governmental organizations and institutions affect their education in a
limited period of people's lives, while the role and influence of the media also exists before and after
public official education (SandahTafalgh, 2013). New media have led to new challenges for society, one
example of which is the increase in the amount of false information (Rosenberg et al., 2020). One of the
reasons for this is that new media allow users to create and share content. Ways to combat misinformation
remain unclear. Thus, acquiring new media literacy skills can allow people to recognize manipulated
news and misinformation. Several studies have empirically shown that people with more media literacy
are better at detecting false information (Zarbestejabi et al., 2023). One of the main causes of changes and
developments in the new era is the pervasive phenomenon of media. With the comprehensive information
that they send to the audience, the media have influenced the educational systems so much that people
consider life without the media to be unimaginable and impossible. By understanding this situation, the
media are trying so hard to bring the audience to their goals with propaganda and persuasion methods that
they make many of them like-minded and agree with them. In this situation, children as an active group
are at the edge of the danger of abuse of media products. One of the best ways to achieve optimal use of
media is to give students the power of analysis. This power, which actually originates from a kind of
critical thinking, is called "media literacy". Media literacy as an essential education in today's world
should include strategies that lead to self-awareness and thinking of students about the media. Media
literacy allows children and families to become more aware of targeted and unwanted media messages.
Children learn to think critically about these media messages. These skills allow children to control the
media around them rather than letting the media control them. between media literacy and its dimensions
including awareness of the hidden goals of media messages, a critical look at media messages and finally
analysis of media messages with lifestyle and dimensions including parental behavior, relationship with
the opposite sex, behavior-ethics and There is a significant relationship between school behavior and the
type of clothing (Falsafi&Niromand, 2013). In this regard, by focusing on media literacy training,
effective measures can be taken for the aforementioned concern. Now, according to the raised issues, this
research seeks to examine the place of media literacy education in education.

Method: The study was a review research. in order to achieve the research goal, articles and theses
related to the research keywords from 2000 to 2022 were examined from civilicamagiran, sid,
researchgate, sciencedirect databases. After downloading the articles and theses related to the keywords
of the research topic, a number of articles and theses were removed due to the lack of access to the full
version, ambiguity in the findings and reports section, non-compliance with the review criteria and The
reason of repetition.Finally, four domestic theses and 16 domestic articles and one foreign thesis and 45
foreign articles were studied and related materials were extracted and presented in the final report.

Findings: Some points that should be taught to increase students' media literacy include: 1) Privacy
protection: Social media is designed as a virtual learning tool for sharing, which means that even adults
can make important mistakes that put their privacy at risk. Students should be taught to review their
privacy settings and set their accounts in any media to the strictest privacy levels, including automatic
review when tagged in a photo or named in a post. It is better to explain to students the importance of
protecting passwords, hiding information such as last name, date of birth, etc. 2) Respect the privacy of
others: Students should be taught that sending photos, videos and messages of others without permission
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is unethical and against the rules and regulations. 3) Teach students to be good citizens: Online life and
real life can no longer be demarcated to some extent because they are too intertwined. This means that
online disputes can happen in the classroom beyond that for children of any age. Teach students to behave
in online interactions with others as in face-to-face interactions. Teach students not to post something if
they wouldn't say it to others when you're in front of them. Before sending a photo or a social event
without prejudice and considering all aspects, think about it again and then send it. They do not have to
participate in any discussion. Stay away from discussions that cause conflict and tension and leave a bad
feeling. 4) Families should be taught how to use virtual space and properly plan for using virtual space.
5) Students should be taught how to face problems in cyberspace and they should be treated in such a way
that in case of problems, they inform parents and teachers as trusted advisors about their problems.The
important and main point is that parents and teachers themselves should pay attention to the important
matter of learning media literacy. Therefore, all of us (students, teachers, and parents) should keep our
information about media literacy and media analysis updated by continuous reading.

Discussion and Conclusion: In general, the results of the research showed that the quality of education
can be increased by using and teaching media literacy in education. The readiness of teachers and learners
to participate in the education process is the cornerstone of education, considering that media literacy is
one of the requirements of the new era for the use of new technologies in education, so it should be given
serious attention; On the other hand, media literacy training increases the knowledge of teachers and
consequently increases the preparation and abilities of teachers. Teachers' abilities are one of the factors

entertaining programs, development of critical, creative and scrutinizing thinking among people towards
media content and recognition of visual forms of communication along with reading, writing and listening
skills (Hashemi, 2013), according to This important application of media literacy and its teaching in Iran's
educational system increases the quality of education.
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
