Introduction: Research is an important factor in the production of knowledge and the progress of society,
and the amount of research conducted in a country determines its growth and development. However, the
important point is that research-oriented education cannot be achieved in the short term and requires long-
term planning. The most important investment should be made in teachers, because one of the most
important factors influencing the growth of research in a society is the teacher. As someone who spends
hours in the classroom with children, he or she should be able to transform a one-way classroom into a
two-way and multi-way classroom by teaching them the right research method, problem-solving skills,
and the right ways to obtain information, and pay attention to the needs of students and educational goals
throughout the teaching process. Accordingly, this study attempts to examine the curriculum of
Farhangian University with a research-oriented teacher training approach.

The present study was conducted with the aim of examining the degree of alignment of Farhangian
University's curriculum with the research-based teacher education approach. For this purpose, the
elements of the Farhangian University curriculum were examined based on the research-based teacher
education approach.

Method: The research method is descriptive-analytical, the statistical population is the upper-level
documents of the Iranian educational system and teacher education curricula, and the sample size is the
Farhangian University curriculum and the research-based teacher education curriculum. The required
information was obtained from searching library resources and published research reports, and searching
the World Wide Web and the websites of the Ministry of Education and Farhangian University.

Findings: The overall finding of the study indicates that the Farhangian University curriculum pays
relative attention to the research-based teacher education approach in the curriculum objectives. The
content of the Farhangian University curriculum does not provide the basis for research work, the
teaching methods used are passive methods, in research-based teacher education, evaluation is in the form
of self-evaluation and feedback, which has no connection with the usual methods of evaluating the
Farhangian University curriculum. The overall analysis of the findings indicates that in determining the
goals and content of the Farhangian University curriculum, relative attention has been paid to research-
based teacher education approaches, the goals in this field have been stated in very general terms, and the
expectations, tasks, and skills that student-teachers should acquire in the field of research have not been
specified. In the content section of the Farhangian University curriculum, attention has been paid to the
research work and research actions of student-teachers to some extent. However, since most of the course
content is presented theoretically and only the research method and design of educational problems course
is directly related to conducting research work, this form of Farhangian University curriculum content is
far from the research-based teacher training course content that encourages student-teachers to solve
problems that exist in daily life and related to the professional field through observation and conducting
field and research work. If the content of the Farhangian University curriculum does not change and
evolve, there is no hope for the production of knowledge through research activities by student-teachers.
Due to the content of the Farhangian University curriculum, which is often theoretical, the teaching
methods used are also passive methods such as lectures. In research-based teacher training, the teaching
method should encourage and compel student-teachers to produce science and knowledge through action
research and research work, of course, with the guidance and supervision of the relevant professor. Of
course, the lack of use of modern and active teaching methods in the Farhangian University curriculum
can perhaps be considered a result of the excessive emphasis of the course content on theoretical and
memorizable materials. In the research-based teacher training curriculum, various types of evaluation
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methods are used, in such a way that student-teachers evaluate their research and research work and the
relevant professor also provides them with the necessary feedback. In addition, the results of the student-
teachers' research activities are expressed descriptively and formative evaluation is used in the stages of
conducting research, which has no resemblance or connection with the usual methods of evaluating the
Farhangian University curriculum.
